 Dr. Bill and the Christian Literacy Staff would like to thank St. John's for 35 
years of support . 2010 has been difficult for us, as it has been for many Christian 
agencies. We are blessed to have the office space and volunteers that the church 
has provided for three and a half decades. 
 It has been a busy year. The Oakland Academy of Reading was  
successfully opened in January, with professional tutoring provided by an off-duty 
Allegheny Intermediate Unit reading specialist on a sliding scale. Rebecca 
(Kofmehl) Pirone ("Rebecca the Reading Specialist"} finally was able to open a 
neighborhood learning center in inner-city Pittsburgh to give assistance to the kids 
whose parents cannot afford the commercial sites. It is being operated under 
Christian Literacy and receives support from CLA staff assisted her in holding two 
Summer Reading Camps for children from around the city (paid for by church and 
foundation grants). Afterschool tutoring continues and plans are being made for 
Saturday mentoring/tutoring using volunteers from Carlow and other Oakland  
universities.  
 Other Summer Reading Camps were held ranging from Alliquippa to  
West Virginia and Arkansas. Each helped youngsters get "back on track" with their  
reading skills and also learn about Jesus and His Love for them.  In addition to our 
normal local efforts, we are attracting visitors from the mission field. One young 
couple, supported by a local church, stopped off for training at our office when they 
came home from Guatemale to visit the wife's parents. They will be using CLA's 
Spanish primer (developed in Guatemala by our consultants more than 25  
years ago) with a mothers' and infants' nutrition program. Amy (Kofmehl)  
Sobkowiak also saw CLA's English materials in use when she visited Monteverde, 
Costa Rica as part of her www.womenofthecloudforest fair trade organization. 
CLA's "second generation", Jennie (Kofmehl) Ebner and her husband Chris con-
tinue to take on more responsibility in the ministry. Jennie, Linda, and Dr. Bill will 
begin work on a "Bridge" book that will help our tutors use the CHRISTIAN  
LITERACY SERIES more effectively for English as a Second Language. While it 
has been successfully used for that purpose around the world for 35 years,  
Dr. Bill did not specifically design it for ESL. Since Chris is negotiating with the  
International Headquarters of the Salvation Army (London) for their use of CLA  
materials in "corps' (churches) in third world countries, ESL is an important factor. 
 Please keep this ministry in mind if any of your young children or  
grandchildren are having trouble with basic reading skills (zero to 6th grade level).

This is to bring you up-to-date on the  

progress of the Memorial Garden in our Cemetery. All of the 

basic construction is completed. The brick walk is finished, along 

with the Ossuary, the base of the Cremorial, and the pads for the instal-

lation of the Cenotaph, Cross and benches. These items are on order and 

expected soon. The only items remaining are the brass inserts with the internment 

niches for the Cremorial.  To be able to complete this, we need to complete the pre-

death sale of the niches. We have seen much interest in cremation, and now is the time 

to consider burial or cremation and make the necessary plans for whichever your family 

chooses. We now have three alternatives for internment: burial in a plot in the cemetery, 

cremation with the ashes placed in an individual niche in the Cremorial, or cremation 

with the ashes scattered in a common vault known as an Ossuary. Those remains placed 

in the Ossuary will have their names engraved on the Cenotaph plaque. Please contact a 

member of the Cemetery Committee to make these arrangements. 

At this time the Committee would like to recognize the people and companies 

that have worked with us to make the Garden possible: Mr. Chris Kroll of Matthews 

International Corporation in Pittsburgh who worked through the whole project on the 

design and features of the Garden. He is responsible for the colored drawings on display 

in the Church.
