A recent training session in
Hebron, Ohio trained a group of tutors from a Lutheran church in Hebron,
Kentucky to work with students in a Summer Reading Camp in East Pitts-
burgh, PA (does that sound a bit complicated). The pastor was then to
travel to Latvia for a month to work with young children on English.

Proposed Amendment to the
Constitution of St. John’s Lutheran Church of Highland

Article 12 12.05 c. The Congregation Council may enter into contracts up to an
amount not to exceed 5% of the annual budget for items not included in the
budget. Upon ratification, this amendment shall be effective February 1, 2012.

The Congregation Council is proposing this amendment to the Constitution
of St. John’s. The present limit for items not included in the budget is
$5,000. The proposal passed unanimously at the April meeting. There needs
to be a series of votes by the congregation on this proposal. In order to be
ratified, the amendment must be approved by a majority of those members
present at the next Congregational meeting, which will take place as usual in
late June when we elect four new council members. If it is approved at that
meeting, then it must be approved by two-thirds of those present at the an-
nual meeting in January 2012. It then goes to the Synod to make sure that it
does not conflict with our constitution or by-laws. After all of those steps it
will be an official amendment to our constitution.
