 Mark your calendars!  Starting August 12th and continuing through 

the week of Labor Day, Pittsburghôs Andy Warhol bridge will be adorned 

with colorful knitted and crocheted panels . . . The largest single  

ñyarn-bombingò event to take place . . . Ever!  The panels measure 34  

inches by 72 inches.  Some panels were completed by one individual, but 

most are a compilation of pieces made by many.  It will take 570 panels to 

cover both the inside and outside of the entire span of the bridge.  Machine 

knitters are making large pieces which will be installed to cover the tall 

bridge supports.    Until installation, all the  completed panels are being 

stored at the Spinning Plate pottery facility in Shadyside. 

 Almost all of the boroughs and townships of Allegheny County will 

be represented on the bridge.  Members and friends of St. Johnôs will have a 

big presence on the bridgeðwe have submitted 16 panels and unique to us, 

we have had all of our panels blessed at  the altar before  

submitting them. 

 When the panels are removed from the bridge, they will have  

a second life.  They will be laundered and then given to homeless shelters,  

nursing homes and animal shelters . . .  A wonderful project that will keep 

on giving.
