And while Lent can 

sometimes be considered a solemn time for this reason, we 

also know that we couldnôt celebrate the gift of Easter if 

there was no cross.  Similarly, while many do not like winter 

as our vegetation dies or lays dormant, we need this time in 

order for the earth to prepare for spring to come.  So as our 

earth is covered in a blanket of white, may this also be a  

reminder to us of how our Savior clothes us in white in  

baptism as he continues to make all things new.
