Have you ever seen a gift in your mailbox that had been bought just for 

you from a loved one and you decided to leave it there?  Silly, huh?  Christian  

Literacy BLOOM Summer Reading Campers could not believe anyone would let a gift 

collect cobwebs in a mailbox.  They also hoped and prayed that their sponsored 

child (who was half -way around the world) would decide to open the free gift (of 

toys, soap and washcloths, school supplies and more) they had packed for  

Samaritanõs Purseõs Operation Christmas Child project.  A few reading camp days 

later, these campers remembered the tangible gift they had prepared for the 

needy child and began to equate it with the Gospel that was being presented to 

them during snack time.   

This year marks twenty years of Summer Reading Camps at rural,  

suburban, and inner -city sites, using The Christian Literacy Series .  Campersõ  

hairstyles, clothing, and music may have changed, but the camp staffs have seen 

that Godõs Word remains the same.  òJesus Christ is the same yesterday and today 

and forever.ó (Hebrews 13:8, NIV)  After hearing about Jesus and feeling the love 

and acceptance from the model program camp staff during the weeks, one young 

camper exclaimed, upon finishing her lesson from The Christian Literacy Series , 

that one lesson story sentence was her favorite.  The reading tutor asked her 

which sentence was important to her.  òJesus has love for all. ó  òYes, He certainly 

does.  Abba, Jesusõ father, gave every human being the free gift of Jesusõ death on 

the cross to cover over all the bad things we do and think before Him.  We just 

need to accept that gift because we can never earn our way into heaven; thatõs too 

much work and impossible to do.ó 

Impromptu conversations like these occur because The Christian Literacy 
Series  addresses both the basic reading needs of children (and adults) and their 

spiritual needs.  As relationships form during the tutoring sessions, a student feels 

more comfortable talking about God.  Churches and community outreaches are  

receiving training and making use of Christian Literacyõs basic reading curriculum in 

their after -school programs.
